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Instructions No. (1/2002)
Regulation of conduction of investigation by police

On the occasion of issuance of the Criminal Procedures Act, 2002 - Article (25/A) amended - and, as part of police efforts to establish and promote justice in conformity and harmony with state judicial organs and, in order to boost police role to combat crimes so that the desired results are achieved and rights of citizens are safeguarded to ensure progress of investigation in accordance with police laws and traditions.
Because of the seriousness of some crimes which stir up the public opinion and attract the attention of crime-prevention authorities as they have adverse impact on security of the country and citizens and, in order to arrive at conclusive findings in the process of investigating such crimes, we thought it is necessary that investigation should be carried out by high-ranking police officers to ensure realization of the desired results  and in the shortest possible ways and through effective means.
Therefore, pursuant to provisions of Article (76) of the Police Forces Act 1999, I issue the following instructions:
(1) Title of Instructions and Commencement

1. These instructions may be cited as “Instructions for Regulation of Investigation by Police”.

2. Shall go into force from the date of signing subject to provisions of Article (55) of the Procedures Act, amended 2002.
(2) Regulation of Investigation by the Police

1. Investigation shall be conducted by a high-ranking officer in the following crimes:

1) Crimes of international or national nature which affect security, economic and political aspects as well as the public opinion. 

2) Crimes which affect those occupying constitutional posts, leaders of legislative and executive institutions in the state and officers of regular forces. 

3) Crimes of murder. 
4) Crimes of terrorist networks and organized crimes. 
5) Crimes of counterfeiting and forgery. 

6) Crimes of corruption involving public or private money the amount of which exceeds one million Dinars. 

7) Crimes of smuggling. 
8) Crimes of cheques against the banking sector, state institutions and private transactions if exceed five (5) million Dinars. 

9) Crime involving foreigners (crime in which one of parties is a foreigner). 
10) Crimes perpetrated by a new or abnormal criminal method or which represent a modern criminal phenomenon. 
11) Crimes against the state. 
12) Crimes specified in Articles (161-168) of the Criminal Act, 1991. 

13) Crimes of raw and processed narcotics, narcotic trafficking network and crimes of other mind-affecting substances.
14) Crimes of religious and intellectual extremism. 
15) Crimes of accusation and defamation in which media is a party. 

16) Crimes of unlawful trade in arms and ammunition. 

17) Crimes of intellectual property and modern technology. 
2. Director of Criminal Section or Director of Criminal Department may assign any officer to conduct investigation in any crime within the area of jurisdiction.

3. Director of the Directorate General of Crimes shall have the right to assign any officer from the Directorate to conduct investigation in any report in any place in the country after consultation with Director of Police of the concerned State and investigation shall be conducted on the following crimes:

1) Crimes of national nature which affect security, economic and political aspects and influence the public opinion. 

2) Crimes that affect more than one State 

4. The Director General of Police Forces may assign any body or officer to conduct investigation in any crime. 

(3) All are required to fully comply with the instructions and act accordingly.

Instructions 3/2002

Investigation Procedures

On the occasion of issuance of the Criminal Procedures Act, amendment (2002) and, as part of police efforts to establish and promote justice in conformity and harmony with state judicial organs and, in order to boost police role to combat crimes so that the desired results are achieved and rights of citizens are safeguarded to ensure progress of investigation in accordance with police laws and traditions and, pursuant to provisions of Article (76) of the Police Forces Act, 1999, I issue the following instructions:

(1) Title of instructions and commencement:

1. These instructions may be cited as “Instructions for Regulation of Investigation Procedures”.

2. The instructions shall enter into force from the date of signing.

 (2) Investigation Procedures:
1. The investigator, upon receiving the report, 
shall start the investigation process and shall record all investigation procedures in the investigation Register.  

2. Investigator shall immediately move to the scene of the incident or crime to gather evidence and to secure scene of incident or crime.
3. Investigator shall seek the technical help of the following bodies:

1)  Criminal laboratory team.

2) Identify verification team.

3) Police dogs.

4) Trackers.

5) Field research team.

6) Criminal photography.

7) Other technical facilities.

4. Investigator shall record the following in the investigation Register :

1) Sketch of the scene of incident or crime.

2) Photographing the scene of the incident or crime.

3) Description of the scene of incident or crime.

4) Completion of other office formalities required by the investigation like interrogation etc. 
5) Publicity about perpetrators of the crime or property, things or persons involving the crime (exchange of information about the crime and criminals between the various police departments).
5. The head of the Department of Crime shall technically supervise the investigations.

6. Head of Section, head of Criminal Branch and head of Investigation Department in the concerned police station shall review investigations, prisons, conditions of those arrested and those awaiting prosecution  at least three times per day as follows: 
1) In the morning when work starts. 
2) At the end of the official working hours. 

3) In the evening after 8:00 pm.

4) Also, on official holidays inspection shall be carried out three times per day.

7. While visiting Section for inspection the officer shall see to it that the following is done:
1) Filing of a criminal case.

2) Arrest and consignment to custody. 

3) Investigation procedures. 

4) Conditions of prisons and rights of those waiting and those already arrested, they shall be provided with all necessities and shall also be able to perform their religious rituals. 

8. Criminal Form (10) shall be filled in upon completion of investigation and shall be referred to the Prosecution to bring a charge against through the technical officer in charge. 

9. The officer in charge of technical supervision shall ascertain the completion of investigations and shall comply with the need to fill in the Form before referring it to the Prosecution. 

10. Head of Section shall be in charge of powers of the officer responsible for technical supervision.
11. Subject to provisions of Article 26 (2) of the Criminal Procedures Act amended, 2002 the head of Section concerned shall exercise the powers of the Prosecutor except the power to dismiss the case or direction of charge which are exercised by director of Locality Police. 

(3) All are required to fully comply with the instructions and act accordingly.
